For Laetare Sunday, a Lenten reflection on John 9:1-41 could focus on themes of spiritual blindness, healing, and the 
importance of faith. This passage tells the story of Jesus healing a man born blind, illustrating how physical sight was 
restored along with a deeper spiritual insight. The Pharisees, who represent spiritual blindness, refuse to see the truth 
despite witnessing the miracle. This can prompt reflection on our own spiritual vision, inviting us to seek healing from our 
spiritual blindness through faith in Christ, who is the light of the world. Let us pray for the grace to see with the eyes of 
faith and to truly recognize the presence of God in our lives, especially during this Lenten season.
